Bose warned that if those ‘who face the problemtoidren’s education in India’ do not consider {he
‘unusual influences that shape a child’s mind’ aodtinue to follow the English education model,
then ‘it is possible in a country like India angesially in families where flexibility, denominans,
sects, or class influences dominate, so that theygrow into maturity and earn higher Univergjity
degrees without being truly liberated.
